Using the Montessori philosophy and method of education, our goal is to send young students out of our classes with a 

sound academic foundation, self-worth and respect for others, a love of learning, a sense of order and discipline, an 

appreciation of nature, and a strong sense of responsibility to the community. 

The Society was founded in 1975 by a group of dedicated parents committed to the principles and philosophies of Dr. 

Maria Montessori. The original pre-school grew and expanded, and in 1998 was granted private school status and 

permission to offer elementary education for grades K-4.  

Further hard work by the Board of Directors and dedicated staff resulted in a partnership with Yellowknife Education 

District #1 (YK1), in the fall of 2004, to offer the Yellowknife Montessori Public Program. Our Montessori Elementary 

classes moved to NJ Macpherson School as part of the public school system. Due to increasing interest in the 

Montessori programs, a Primary Kindergarten joined NJ Macpherson School in the fall of 2005.

ABOUT MONTESSORI EDUCATION 

Montessori is a well-known system in private and public schools across the globe. In 1907, Dr. Maria Montessori 

developed an educational model based on her observations of how children learn. She observed that children have 

“natural learning tendencies” and when placed in an environment with developmental materials, they engage 

in learning activities of their own choice and can reach their full potential. Under the guidance of a formally trained 

Montessori teacher, children in a Montessori classroom learn by making discoveries with the materials. They cultivate 

concentration, motivation, self-discipline and a love of learning. 

The Montessori classroom is a “prepared environment” where the child is free to discover, learn and understand 

concepts that develop the life-long learner. The materials, scientifically developed by Montessori, are arranged by 

subject on child-size shelves and invite the child to interact with them. Through this interaction with the materials, 

classmates and adults children are able to reach their intellectual, emotional, and physical potential.
